Unlike many business assistance programs, business
incubators do not serve any and all companies.
Entrepreneurs who wish to enter a business incubation
program must apply for admission. Acceptance criteria
vary from program to program, buf in general only
those with feasible business ideas and a workable

business plan are admitted.
